Session 5. Notes on appeals

When someone rolls out and offers something to you they often ask you would you like to have it or purchase it. That’s the appeal.

As a gospel worker, you are offering something more valuable than a vehicle or insurance policy. You are offering eternal salvation. Therefore, it is imperative to make an appeal.

A sermon without an appeal isn’t a sermon. Its sharing information with somebody else.

Church is where we come together to come close to God and worship Him. We want to leave with Jesus in our heart, therefore you want to make an appeal for someone to make a decision for Christ.
One reason why preachers don’t make appeals is because they are worried people might say no. You wont die if people say no to your appeals.

When we are making appeals all we are doing is speaking on behalf of the Holy Spirit.

When you are studying the bible with someone, remember that you are co-laboring with God.

We must bathe our appeals with prayer.

When making an appeal its best to be specific so people know just what you are asking of them to do or not to do.
When you are going through a series of bible studies you want to make an appeal every time.

A decision is more about conviction.

Make an appeal relevant to where people are at. Don’t come on to strong or forceful.
