7.	 Wars against the saints (vs. 7).

8.	 Has worldwide authority (vs. 7).

9.	 All the world will worship him (vs. 8).

1.	 Among the ten (Daniel 7:8).

2.	 After 476 AD (Daniel 7:24).

3.	 Little horn (Little Kingdom) (Daniel 7:8).

5.	 Eyes like man (Human Leader) (Daniel 7:8).

6.	 Different (diverse) (Daniel 7:24).

7.	 Blaspheming (Daniel 7:25).

8.	 Persecuting (Daniel 7:21, 25).

9.	 Changes God’s Law (Daniel 7:25).
